Hugh J. Cannon (1870-1931) was traveling companion to apostle David O. McKay from 1920 to

1921. Reid L. Neilson is an assistant professor of church history and doctrine at Brigham Young

It is difficult to adequately describe how fantastic this book is. "To the Peripheries of Mormondom" is

a scholarly reproduction of Hugh J. Cannon's attempt to record the world journey he and David O.

McKay comes across as a strong willed man always ready to

participate in whatever cultural traditions he encounters, as well as a man with a slight distaste for

the poor.The book contains an introduction by the editor, as well as many pages of pictures Cannon

took during the trip. the pictures are arranged in a "photographic essay. The reader of this book

must pay attention to the endnotes because they contain a great deal of helpful information as well

as numerous passages from David O. McKay's personal diaries. This book offers a fantastic

glimpse into one of the most influential experiences in, then Elder D.O. McKay's life. This work is a

must for students of Mormon history. The book is exceptionally bound. The paper quality is high. I

cannot recommend this book enough.
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
