Like

Shannan, all four women were petite and in their twenties, they all came from out of town to work as

escorts, and they all advertised on Craigslist and its competitor, Backpage.In a triumph of

reportingâ€”and in a riveting narrativeâ€”Robert Kolker presents the first detailed look at the shadow

world of escorts in the Internet age, where making a living is easier than ever and the dangers

remain all too real. He has talked exhaustively with the friends and family of each woman to reveal

the three-dimensional truths about their lives, the struggling towns they came from, and the dreams

they chased.

While this book was informative it was written like a voiceover for a documentary and was very

confusing to follow. Going through and telling each girls beginning, then each girls middle, then

each girls end it was very confusing to keep each story straight. Switching back and forth between

the girls stories, with all the people introduced, made it difficult to not mix up details.

This is a story about girls with an unloving childhood who turn to "escort" services. The story tells of

all the "johns" they hook up with, the drugs they take and how they get beat up by their pimps. If

you're into true crime books, this one is okay but I've read better.
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
